Gardens are situated in the
Government Gardens on
Queens Drive. These gardens
are named after Klamath
Falls in Oregon, North

The Murray Linton Rose
Gardens on Trigg Avenue,
were named after a
former Mayor of Rotorua.
These gardens feature

This informal park is
situated within the junction
of Ranolf Street and Lake
Road and is another
popular inner city Park.

Located in the Government
Gardens is Te Runanga (the
meeting house). This
building was built in 1903
and was originally a tea
pavilion. It served as a social
centre of spa facilities where
tourists and invalids could relax and drink the mineral
waters from local springs. The Rotorua Heritage and
Civic Trust renovated this historic building back to its
former grandeur.  One of Rotorua’s most romantic
venues, it is a favourite for wedding ceremonies and
receptions.
